Two questions were included in the questionnaire and all administrations which answered have provided responses to both questions.



1 Existing Usage in 862-863 MHz





This overview is representative for Europe for this band. The ARNS situation (time limited according to RR 5.323) may also apply to Azerbaijan who did not answer the questionnaire.

2 Do you see a possibility to designate the frequency band 862-863 MHz for SRD applications with a very low duty cycle such as wireless metering/sub-metering applications in the future?


35 countries see a possibility. The main important conditions stated for this possibility have been:  a) depending on results of compatibility studies with existing systems in the frequency band and b) depending on results of compatibility studies in the adjacent band below 862 MHz (LTE). Seven countries (Belgium, Italy, Liechtenstein, Norway, Switzerland, The Netherlands, and Ukraine) do not see a possibility. 
In early 2010, ten administrations had said NO in response to a question on possibilities for non-specific SRD while 20 had seen some possibility.
A suggestion noted by the Office from the earlier questionnaire for the 862-863 MHz frequencies in 2010 in a response from France was to assume SRD with 25 mW and DC of 0.1 % as a starting point for investigations.
